Court Clears Way for NYC Foie Gras Ban

The sale of foie gras in New  
York City was banned in 2019, 
but  the  ban  was  overturned 

by the New York State Supreme  
Court in June 2024. 

Foie gras is produced by force-
feeding ducks or  geese large  
amounts  of  food  through  
tubes  that  are  inserted  into  
their  throats.  Animal  welfare 

organizations say the practice causes severe suffering 
and results in abnormally enlarged livers. 

On March 12, 2026, in a landmark victory for animal 
protection, a New York appellate court ruled that New 
York City can enforce the foie gras ban, restoring the 
city’s  authority  to  prohibit  the  sale  of  the  cruel 
product.
