Countries Unite To Protect Migratory Wildlife

Representatives of more than 
130 countries meeting at the 
15th Conference of the Parties 
(CoP15) to the Convention on 
the Conservation of Migratory 
Species of Wild Animals (CMS) 
in  Campo Grande,  Brazil,  in 

March,  2026,  approved  sweeping  protections  for 
migratory species and their habitats worldwide. 

The  decisions  strengthen  safeguards  for  vulnerable 
animals such as the giant otter and the striped hyena, 
and launch new international efforts to combat wildlife 
exploitation.
